There are certain guidelines that you must follow. For health and safety reasons, the following are
prohibited in the halls:
Air conditioners Gasoline Multi-outlet adapters
Amplifiers Gasoline-powered equipment Musical nstruments that amplify
B-B guns Halogen (pole) lamps Paint
Candles (with or without wicks) ~ Halogen desk lamps with tubular Paint thinner
Cardboard drawer units bulbs Paneling
Ceiling fans Heating elements (1mmersion Pets (except fish)
Coffee pots or coffee makers type) Table model ranges
Drum sets Heating units Full-size sofas/couches
