
Prospective Student Guide

Early applications to CCSU prior to November for the following fall semester increase your chances of being accepted to the University as well as securing housing on campus.  Once accepted to CCSU, the Admissions Office will mail you an acceptance letter.  (You have until May 1st to respond and pay the $200.00 confirmation deposit).

Two weeks after receiving your acceptance letter, you will receive a housing application letter.  If a $250.00 deposit is requested, you have received guaranteed housing as long as your housing application and $250.00 deposit are received before April 1st.  You do not have to pay the $200.00 confirmation fee prior to applying for housing.

Please note, you will most likely be put on the wait list for housing if you have applied after November for the following fall semester.  To be put on the wait list, you will still need to complete a housing application.  Since this is not guaranteed housing, we will not ask for a housing deposit until you have been assigned a room.  This may not occur until the summer before your entry to CCSU.  You may want to seek off campus housing if you are unsure of your housing situation.

You will need to choose a meal plan from our five choices.  This information should be completed on the housing application form.

Once you have paid your confirmation deposit, you will need to activate your BlueNet account and your CCSU email account.  These two accounts will be extremely important to you for access to class registration, payment of college costs, to view your grades, and your course requirements, and to receive information from campus staff, faculty and others. If you are seeking Financial Aid, you will need to complete a FAFSA (Free Application for Federal Student Aid) which is available online at www.fafsa.ed.gov.  This form can be completed as early as January 1st for fall semester.  Each year, you will need to file a FAFSA form for financial aid.

Once you have been accepted, you will begin to receive information in April regarding Advising Days and Orientation.  You may look for additional information on our Orientation website (http://www.ccsu.edu/page.cfm?p=1643) and also on the CACE (Center for Advising & Career Exploration) website (http://www.ccsu.edu/page.cfm?p=2255).  You will need to register for an Advising Day to schedule your classes.

If you have a disability, you will need to contact Student Disability Services.  Please contact Disability Services as soon as possible: (http://www.ccsu.edu/page.cfm?p=3639) 

Health forms should be submitted to the CCSU Health Services before July 15th for fall semester or December 15th for the spring semester, prior to your entry to CCSU.  Students who have not submitted their forms will not be allowed to register for classes. Health Services: http://www.ccsu.edu/page.cfm?p=413

Tuition, housing and other balances will be due by July 15th for the fall semester and by December 15th for the spring semester, prior to entry to CCSU.

Health insurance fees will be automatically charged to your account if you do not waive this insurance option through Central pipeline prior to the first day of classes.


IMPORTANT DATES:

Apply early to be accepted.  Increase your chances of securing housing. Housing is not guaranteed.

	January 1st
	Beginning January 1st complete your FAFSA to receive financial aid information.  The earlier you submit this information, the sooner you will receive your financial aid package.


	April 1st
	If you have been guaranteed housing, complete your housing form and submit with a $250.00 deposit before this date.


	May 1st
	Once you have been accepted, submit your $200.00 confirmation deposit prior to May 1st.

	July 15th
	Deadline to submit your health forms to Health Services.

	July 15th
	Deadline to pay the balance of your tuition, housing and other balances.
Waive health insurance prior to the first day of classes, if you are covered by your own plan.




Parking permits and Student ID’s are provided through the Card Office in the Student Center.  Both can be obtained on your Advising Day.

If you have been accepted, but do not wish to attend CCSU, please inform our Admissions Office at www.ccsu.edu/admission so that another student will be able to take your spot.


For years following your Freshman Year:
Every year following your freshmen year you will need to reapply for financial aid through the FAFSA application form.  Each subsequent year you will also need to waive health insurance through the Central Pipeline if you have other health coverage.
