ACADEMIC INTERVENTIONS FOR STUDENTS ON ACADEMIC PROBATION

During the probationary semester, students are required to participate in an academic intervention
designed to support their academic success. Students who fail to complete an intervention may not
appeal a dismissal without extenuating circumstances. How do I enroll in a required academic
intervention? 1st-Choose an intervention; 2"-Register the same way you would for any course at CCSU,
through Pipeline or the Registrar; 3"-Check your CCSU email.

The following information is provided so that each student, in consultation with their Dean’s Office
representative or Advisor, can choose and enroll in the intervention that is the best fit. All interventions
are Pass/Fail.
