Discussion Summary
CC‑ELO Survey Review
• Caleb Bragg demonstrated the Qualtrics survey designed to capture non‑credit‑bearing, co‑curricular experiential learning opportunities occurring across campus.
• The survey includes eight common types of CC‑ELOs, each with conditional logic so respondents see only relevant follow‑up questions.
• Respondents may move backward and forward through the survey to refine responses.
• Discussion emphasized that assessment is student‑level and flexible, not program‑level accreditation assessment.
• Add hyperlinks within survey pages to a centralized CC‑ELO definition page rather than repeating full reminders.
• Clarify that “assessment” may include reflections, evaluations, or learning artifacts and will vary by department.

Survey Distribution Strategy 
• Primary Audiences Identified 
· Academic Affairs (chairs, faculty, select academic support units) 
· Division of Student Affairs (including housing, student activities, campus recreation, cultural centers, Student Center Operations) 
· Athletics 
· Facilities Management (including events management and environmental health & safety) 
· Admissions (student tour guides) 
· Study Abroad (non‑credit components) 
· Community‑facing offices such as Maria’s Place and the Community Health Clinic 
• Key Considerations 
· Clearly distinguish this survey as non‑credit‑bearing to prevent confusion with curriculum‑focused surveys. 
· Use targeted, personalized messaging where possible (e.g., different language for faculty vs. Student Affairs). 
· Chairs may still be included, but messaging should explicitly differentiate this survey from prior academic surveys.
Resource Needs Identified 
· The task force generated an extensive preliminary list of resources to support CC‑ELO development and sustainability. Items discussed include:
· Staffing and roles
· Platforms and technology
· Student support and funding
· Training and programming
· Infrastructure and materials
